he journey to winning the Class Cham
I pionship has been a long time-in-

coming. After near misses in the 1998
Championship in San Francisco [second place] and
the 2000 Championship at Cabrillo Beach [tied for
second, third on the tie-breaker] we were very hungry
to get this ‘runner up’ albatross off our backs. Our
team for the Class Championship would normally
consist of Cindy King, Vann Wilson and myself. The
recent Championship venues have had higher prevail-
ing wind speeds favoring a three-person team. The
anticipated lighter air for the Vancouver Championship
meant that we would have to break up the team in
favor of sailing with two rather than three. The team
solution: sail the Canadian Nationals the first weekend
and the Class
Championship the
following week-
end. Cindy would
sail the first and
Vann the latter.
This would give us A
extra time to learn the local
conditions, not be rushed to put the boat together,
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learn the competition [the way they sail] and have the
extra time to get comfortable with the club and environ-
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ment in order to concentrate on the regatta. This proved to
be a big help for me. | believe in having everything just
right with the boat, then the psyche has no excuses but
‘think winning’. Without the consistent team effort of both
Cindy and Vann through the years, | would never have
won this year’s Class Championship.
Here are some thoughts on the Regatta.

Boat Preparation

| don’'t make any changes at the last minute before
a major regatta. Even a small change can be a problem.
All changes are made at least 60 days prior. Therefore we
had a chance to race at least 8 times before the Champi-
onship. | did change the head stay and replaced all
halyards and control lines. | use 1/8” Spectron and replace
them every 18 to 24 months, and it was time. After install-

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ing the new head stay | checked my rake and forward
throw. | use 28'1" for rake and 29'8” for forward throw. This
is measured from bottom of the top mast band to the
center of the transom. To get the forward measurement
you let off your backstay and tighten up on the head stay
and then take the measurement. The rig has been set up
with these numbers for several years, and it works for us.
Just before leaving for Vancouver | cleaned/sanded the
bottom and sides. Lickety Split is painted with a two-part Z
Spar primer which makes it easy to make minor repairs
and to clean and remove any trouble spots. | sand with
600 on the bottom and up to 1000 on the sides then |
apply Teflon marine polish by Star Brit. The polish adds a
nice shine to the primer and protects it from growth during
long regattas. Needless to say, we dry- sail the boat.

Tuning Up

Since Vann and | haven't been sailing together
lately we went out on Thursday prior to the elimination
races and spent about 2 hours doing nothing but tacks
and jibes. We would go to weather and tack as soon as
the boat was up-to-speed and also jibe downwind about
every 2 minutes. It didn’t take long to start looking and
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acting like a team. We did find that for some reason every
time we jibed the mainsheet hung up on the transom
backstay connection so when we got back to the dock we
reversed the shackles. By using duct tape we made sure
the mainsheet had nothing to snag on. After the change
we raced the next 3 days without a single hang-up. Going
out on Thursday also gave us a chance to check out the
current and general conditions. It's just part of being ‘race
ready’.

Racing/Qualifying Regatta

Our goal for the qualifying regatta was to qualify.
Through the years we have seen several excellent sailors
fail to do so because of an OCS or other big avoidable
mistake. You gotta get to the show to have a shot at
winning. In this year’s qualifying the very strong Portland
team of Bill Huseby on Green Eggs & Ham had an OCS
that put them very close to the cut-off for the gold fleet.

Once we set our game plan to incorporate conser-
vative tactics, the qualifying series provided a good
opportunity to practice racing and check out the competi-
tion. It became very evident that there were a dozen boats
with more or less the same competitive speed. Further-
more the quality of the racers was very high with every-
body charging the starting line. In several races the guy
in the middle of the line was over early; so much for

midline sag in this aggressive group of racers. The other
thing we noticed was that the race committee was living
up to its promise of attempting to call premature starters
on the VHF. We could hear the numbers being called ‘loud
and clear’ on the designated channel. After the day’s
racing those not having a VHF were seen rushing to West
Marine.

At the day’s end we were most impressed with
how far several of the Vancouver boats had come in boat
speed since our last visit to the area three years ago. This
change appeared to be led
by Colin Jackson & team on
T-Rex . Even more remark-
able was the Portland fleet.
We had expected Joby
Easton to be fast, as he had
raced to a seventh in the
Cabrillo Class Champion-
ship in a boat that he bought
and saw for the first time, at
the regatta. However, we
were unprepared for the fact
that he was only one of at
least six boats with speed to
burn...those being the teams of Kerry Poe, Bill Huseby,
Tim Morris and Dennis George etc. The Southern Cal
contingency was less of a wild card for us in pre- regatta
handicapping. We knew the Tom Newton / Chuck Hardin
team, Mick & Marlene Shlens would be tough as they
rarely sail a regatta out of the top ten. The only big
guestion was the team of Bobby Frazier/ Marty Vogel who
are both very good sailors that normally sail their own
boats. They teamed up for this regatta. The strength of
their qualifying series suggested they were having no
problem sailing together as a strong team. The popular
favorite had to be two-time Class Champion Bob Pistay
sailing with his father and young son . . .3 generations of
Pistays on the same boat!

We had a good jump on Friday’s elimination races
with a second and two firsts. They say it's bad luck to win
this series but we ‘pretended’ that this was not on our
worry list although we have won the qualifying in the past
and didn’t win the Class Championship. Also in the
parking lot on Sunday, two-time champ Pistay told us he
had never won the qualifying regatta. Ah ha, you can
always count on competitors to rest any fears you may
have regarding superstitions.

The Championship

We had all learned during the qualifying that on
an westerly breeze you could not get to the left shore and
out of the current fast enough. The race committee
attempted to level the playing field by favoring the weather
end by as much as 20 degrees to motivate some to give
up the current advantage of the leeward side of the line.

The result yielded a fleet occupying every inch of the
starting line with no late holes to be found. The first start
saw a general recall. Immediately the ‘I’ flag [ round the
ends] went up. On the second start we were over early.
Again, thanks to the race committee for calling over
earlies, we were able to proceed with the painful process
of clearing ourselves and remained in the game. We
fought our way back to fifth, a good comeback under the
circumstances. The Kerry Poe team/Cal Pie won the race
with a perfect start one-third of the way down the line. First
to the left: going, going, gone—never to be challenged.
The battle for second through fifth was fierce and contin-
ued to the last leeward mark.
Four boats clumped together
battling for the inside at the
mark, stealing each other’s
wind right to the two-boat
length circle. The Dennis
George team/Checkers
finished second followed
immediately by Bill Husby's
team/Green Eggs & Ham and
then Joby Easton on Red
Bull. The top four were all
Portland boats.

The second race
saw the Kerry Poe/Cal Pie
team again get a perfect start one-third of the way down
from the weather end. Our team on ‘69’ started at the
committee boat with a clear lane. Our immediate goal was
to foot across as many bows as possible to get to the left
side of the course. We sheeted back in and started sailing
as high as possible when we realized we were clear of all
boats except Cal Pie for the left. As they tacked for the
mark they could not clear us and had to give way to
starboard tack. We went up on their hip and tacked.
Unfortunately we had been snookered. As we sailed for
the mark in a big lift we were overstanding and rounded
second followed closely by Green Eggs and Ham and the
very fast Vancouver team of Jason Browning. The leeward
gate was heavily favored to encourage people to take the
weather gate rather than just round and bang the shore.
We chose to take advantage of the favored gate—as did
Cal Pie. The difference was they tacked immediately and
we held on into the current in exchange for a little better
wind prior to tacking. Once again it was a race to the
shore. This time when Cal Pie tacked for the mark, they
once again could not cross. Rather than our crossing and
tacking on their hip we lee bowed them, and it was our
turn to take advantage of the lift to the mark. We rounded
first and held on for the win followed by Cal Pie, Green
Eggs &Ham, Radical and two-time Class Champion Bob
Pistay and the ‘all family team’.

Third race of the day was a strange one. By this
time we were all in the mindset that you had to get left and
out of the current. About six of us led the charge to the left
including Poe, Huseby, Browning, George and several

With the lighter winds, getting
around the weather mark was a frightening experience as you had to really overstand and pray you could get around
without hitting it. On the way home Chuck Hardin told me that at one time he saw 5 boats doing 360s at the weather mark
at the same time.

With the lighter winds of Sunday, the Southern California contingency showed its form with a second and fourth
by the Newton /Hardin team moving them to fifth for the regatta. Frazier/Vogel had a 4,6,2 the final day but had to keep a
sixteenth suffered earlier in the series on an over early. They still managed a very respectable eigth for the regatta. Mick
and Marlene Shlens finished with a 4,5 and an eleventh in the series. Bob Pistay and family, if not for an OCS score and
one other tough race...who knows what might have been? They still finished fantastically with a tenth.

Finally we cannot say enough about the Portland powerhouse of sailors: Poe, Easton, Huseby, Morris, George and their
teams. The Cal 20 is obviously no longer just a Southern California phenomenon for good racing. The Vancouver boats
led by Browning in sixth and Jackson in seventh are also tough as can be despite the fact that the Vancouver and Victoria
fleets have perhaps the nicest people ever encountered on the race course.

All and all we had a great time at RVYC. | don't think there is a more spectacular setting for racing anywhere in
the world, and the people could not be nicer.

down in the written history of Cal News! | have to warn you
that this article might be better known as “How not to
prepare for a championship”.

| am new to the Cal fleet here in Portland. | have
been racing a Santana 20 the last couple of years, but it
was getting difficult for me to race in my five boat fleet
while | watched 18 Cals battling it out on the course. So |
convinced my friend Ray McCormick, who just sold his
Melges 24, that he needed to step up to a real boat and
we should buy a Cal 20. Ray thought that some slow,
tactical and cheap sailing sounded good also. At the end
of the sailing season last year we purchased the ugliest
boat we could find from Michael George and gave it the
appropriate name “Cal Pie”. | hope | am not offending
anybody with my comments about the Cal. | do truly
believe that some of the beauty of the Cal is how inexpen-
sive it is and tactical of a boat it can be.

The first problem with trying to prepare for the
Championship here in Portland is that we all use spinna-
kers on the river, otherwise we all would be flushed out the
mouth of the Columbia as we try to fly our small jibs
against the current. We were going to practice with our
whisker pole, but we turned it into a noodle when we tried
to use it as a spinnaker pole one windy night. So we saved
the whisker pole practice until the elimination series in
Vancouver. After all, we figured how hard can it be to fly a
jib downwind when we are use to a much larger spinnaker.
Well, we figured wrong. It is much easier jibing a 6’ pole
compared to the 8’ pole through the fore triangle.

One week before the regatta we pulled our boat
out of the river, scraped and sanded the black slimy

growth off of the bottom of Cal Pie. We did not put any
bottom paint on Cal Pie since we figured that all of the
fast California boats would have nice glossy bottoms. We
noticed that our torpedo was not very fair neither was the
keel flange. Our desire to avoid hard labor brought us to a
discussion of the theory of how a dimpled golf ball will fly
farther than a smooth golf ball, but decided that this was
probably not the time to be lazy and experiment. So we
got the bondo and long board out and added another
color to the bottom of Cal Pie.

We did spend some time on the rig tune, or
should | call it rig wobble. We pretty much ignored the
shroud swing numbers that we hear people talk about.
We set the lowers so we have about 2 degrees of rake
upwind and 2 degrees of forward rake downwind. We
then loosened the uppers so we would have about a half
a mast width of sag. | would sight the sag while sailing
upwind by taking the tensioned jib halyard and holding it
on the center of the whisker pole ring on the mast. | would
then sight up the halyard and at the spreaders the halyard
would be close to the windward edge of the mast. This
was our base setting. If we started finding ourselves
overpowered we would loosen our uppers a little to flatten
the main. We use North Sails which are flatter than some
other brands. In order to get the right shape in the salil
you need to sag the mast by having tighter uppers
compared to the lowers. The advantage of getting the
proper depth in the sail by this means is that you can
have the tip of the mast more vertical compared to looser
uppers. The Cal is a pretty fat boat and needs to be
sailed flat. Keeping the rig more on centerline keeps the
rig more powered up.

Friday was the qualifying day and we mostly
concentrated on learning how to fly a jib downwind and
how to get around the race track in Vancouver. We also
tried to figure out how to keep the rig stable since it was
bouncing around so much on the downwind legs. With a

Ray and Amy did a great job
looking around and finding the
current lines, puffs, laylines and

marks (or lack thereof). Their

help allowed me to concentrate on
steering and untangling my
mainsheet throughout the race.

spinnaker we used a fraculator to pull the mast forward,
but since we had to leave our jib up we couldn’t use the
fraculator.

Weather cooperated and the tides and currents made for
some interesting racing.

The day before things got rolling with the ‘main
event’, 4 boats sailed the Junior Class Championships
and this year’s Junior Champ is Steve Lowdon from Fleet
13, Victoria, who won all 4 races in Kelsib #29373, or “zip
code” as we refer to her on the water.

With 33 boats the decision was made to bump up the silver fleet to 13 boats, leaving 20 in the gold fleet. We
sailed three races with four fleets, making sure every boat sailed every other boat at least once. Winds ranging from 8-
13 prevailed from the west and relatively flat seas and sunshine rounded out the weather recipe for the day. Lickety
Split, with Ron Wood and Vann Wilson won the overall elimination series.

Saturday we saw more westerly breeze ranging from 18 knots in some puffs down to 6-7 for a fateful race #3
against some real ‘Vancouver style’ current. During that race we watched the fleet set up against a massive flood tide
and relatively light winds. Seeing a slower ‘moving carpet’ up the middle of the bay, we crossed the start line around
last but headed out on port tack, splitting from the bulk of the fleet on starboard. We found ourselves first at the wind-
ward mark but later found the race committee had been struggling to keep the marks anchored in the strong current and
many boats were granted redress for that race, getting scored their average score for the overall regatta for that race
(creating the odd looking scorecard). At the end of Saturday it was shaping up to be a battle between Kerry Poe from
Portland and Ron Wood from Long Beach.

That evening we sat down to a Salmon dinner and told a few stories and gave away some stuff. Local mer-
chants had supplied a few prizes which we drew boat names for. The infamous “arms length 50/50 draw” was run one
last time with visiting boats taking away the cash once again. Victoria's Fleet 13 presented Vancouver’s Fleet 38 with a
gift relating to their pursuit of excellence in one-design racing.

We also presented trophies for the Junior event, elimination series and the best and worst looking boat awards.
We had not been sure the Bud Gardiner trophy would make it up for the event so we had made a “prettiest boat” keeper
prize. Liz Hardy, who helped me host the evening and was our original fleet captain and original Vancouver ‘pretty boat’
owner, helped on a split decision. With both a keeper and the Bud Gardiner trophy in hand, we gave the “prettiest boat”
award to Tim Morris for all his work making Escape from LA better than new. The Bud Gardiner award inscription says
“Best Maintained Boat and Trailer”. As Escape’s trailer clearly eliminated her from that distinctive title, we turned the
Bud Gardiner over to Jack Raub with #690 Sunseeker. Jack has completely restored this boat back to original condi-
tion by re-gelcoating and sanding and buffing back to a finish that may not be as shiny as the modern spray finishes, but
when combined with the phenomenal brightwork and many shiny metal fittings, makes Jack’s boat clearly the best
maintained C20 at the event. We also liked Jack’s cute custom mast carrier for traveling! As for the Hank award for
ugliest boat, Vancouver’s winters clearly gave us the hometown advantage. A brand new patch only one week old and a
boom and deck that create the impression one is trapped in a junkyard allowed Jason Browning’'s #212 Radical took the
