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class championship

This year’s annual pilgrimage to the Cal 20 Class Championship was a lot of
fun, and a raving success! Hosted this year by Cabrillo Beach Yacht Club in San
Pedro, just outside of Los Angeles, Cal 20 sailors were treated to great racing all
day, followed by a fun assortment of social activities each evening.

Several boats, such as Doug McLean’s Rigormortis and Chuck Clay’s
Veinteseis, spent the summer up at CBYC, racing in their Wet Wednesday series
to better acquaint themselves not only with the race committee, but also with the
race venue in which we’d ultimately sail. Looking at their ultimate finishes, their
strategy of time in the boat paid off.

Many people chose to trailer up Thursday, spending the afternoon rigging
boats and launching, many sailing Thursday afternoon, again getting to know the
championship venue. Some people, such as Dick Edwards and Bruce Golison of
ABYC, made the trip via water, sailing their boats up from Alamitos Bay Yacht
Club in lieu of trailering up for the regatta. The sail up from ABYC is about two
hours, short when you consider the time it takes to ready the boat for trailering,
the actual drive in traffic, and then having to re-rig. With a stiff breeze and a rough
upwind beat, however, the trip from Long Beach to Cabrillo just seemed to take
forever!

And finally, the regatta itself... The elimination series was held on Friday, with
the twenty boats being split into three different fleets, those fleets being inter-
mingled by color, until the Gold Flight was selected. However, only twenty boats
showed up on Friday, thus the day turned into a disappointment, as with only
twenty boats, there really weren’t enough to split into a Silver Flight, so basically
everyone qualified! . Friday turned into a full on breeze, with three races held in
heavy air and chop, ultimately claiming a mast before the day was over! What
started in the middle breakwater was ultimately frowned upon by the Coast Guard
who stopped the racing, claiming too much freighter traffic. This is Los Angeles
Harbor, after all! After a decision to move the racing to the outer breakwater,
however, the Coast Guard rescinded their decision, if only for the day, and the
racing continued. Friday night saw the boats tied securely at the dock, with forty to
forty five tired Cal 20 racers enjoying a great lasagna dinner, served graciously by
the volunteers of CBYC!

Saturday, the decision was made to sail in the outer breakwater, with conse-
quently a long sail out to the racing venue. Breakfast at the club was moved from
9AM to 8AM, making for an early day! Skippers Meeting was also moved up to
9AM, then off to the races! The three of us who were unable to sail on Friday for
various reasons comprised the Silver Flight, but with only three boats, the PRO
made the correct decision to sail the Silver Flight within the Gold Flight, making
for a 24 boat regatta. However, since the Silver Flight boats were scored sepa-
rately, it became a race within a race. While the Gold Flight boats battled it out for
the Class Championship, the Silver Flight boats not only battled it out to see how
well they were doing in the overall big picture, they were also battling it out against
those three boats within their own flight. It made for a fun weekend.

Saturday'’s racing started off with light air in the first race, a medium breeze in
the second race, with wind, which by the third race had escalated to another fun
race of heavy air. For those of us who love heavy air, the conditions were ideal!
The Cal 20’s fought hard, with a general recall in the very first race! Now, is that
racing, or what! Mark Gaudio sailed an awesome regatta, starting his day off with
a bullet just to get warmed up! Ron Wood was no slouch either, with Lickety Split
pulling off a first in the second race. As always, Doug McLean and Mark Folkman
weren't too far behind! At the end of the three races on Saturday, the Cal 20 fleet
faced a long, hard beat in breezy conditions back upwind to the club, where we
were greeted with cold drinks, an understanding bartender, and a great barbecue
style dinner. | must say that CBYC sure does know how to cook!

Glenn Selvin won the small Silver
Flight, including taking three firsts on Saturday! Dick Edward of PCH won the Hank Trophy, donated by Hank Schofield for
the ugliest boat. On the other end, Mark Gaudio won the award for the best looking boat and trailer! CBYC put on a great
event, and did everything they could to make sure that all of the visiting sailors felt at home! We were well fed, well raced,
and well entertained!

Our tuning campaign was short, consisting of two Wet

Friday’s in harbor qualification
was OK but as the wind picked up
we all knew there were more
adjustments to be made. Saturday
brought gentler breezes early
(growing up in Newport Beach this
usually doesn’t bother me), and we
got a bullet.

The second race the wind filled a bit with puffs early to 8
knots. We managed a third, getting by McLean downwind
(paybacks are hell). This was huge as we actually put
points on the people we needed to.

It is the complexity of sailing that brings us all to the
sport. The sport demands continual learning in the quest
for better performance. So many variables; equipment,
tuning, boat handling, strategy, starts, tactics, steering and
so little time to perfect them all.

| believe that the top sailors — whether at the Olympic
level — or the club level, all come to the realization that the
more they work towards winning, the more attention they
are giving to preparation. Take the following examples.

Prior to the 1984 Soling Olympic trials held in Long
Beach, Bruce Golison [a Fleet One C20 owner] was hired
by a 1972 Olympic bronze medallist in the Dragon class to
ready both his boat and crew for the trials. It was under-
stood that this wealthy person, then in his early sixties,
would not be available until just a few days before the
actual Soling trials due to business constraints. However
the boat and crew [with impressive resumes] would be sent
out from the East Coast one-month prior to the trials for
Bruce to work with on a full time basis. Additionally, a
support boat and two rigging professionals were to be sent.
Bruce was specifically contracted to skipper the boat on a
daily basis and prepare it as if he would be sailing the boat
in the trials with the goal of winning. To this end, there was
to be an open-ended budget. Sail selection, tuning, etc. all
was left to the team’s discretion.

First order of business was boat handling. The support
boat set up a mini size racecourse with a start, windward,
reach and leeward legs. Each leg was set to be around 45
seconds in duration. Hour after hour was spent practicing
sailing around this course until they could race around it
flawlessly. Next came boat speed. They spent days on end
speed testing with various tuning partners such as Dave
Curtis and Robbie Haines. They kept meticulous track of
where each of the fast settings were for all the controls in a
given wind. Later every single control line, jib sheet, jib
lead, jib halyard, mainsheet, main traveler, back stay, mast
rake and shroud tensions were marked in one of three
colors, corresponding to successful settings in wind ranges
of 6-8 knots, 8-12 knots and 12 and above. Several days
prior to the start of the regatta, the helmsman was briefed
on what color to use for what wind range when adjusting
the controls.

The end result? The team got off to a rocky start due to
some poor starts and general rusty-ness on the part of the
helmsman. However, they finished up the series strong,
ending fifth overall. The team that won the regatta, Robbie
Haines, Rod Davis and Eddie Trevelyan went on to win the
gold medal.

Now let’s look at the Cal 20’s most recent class
champion. A year ago at one of his first regattas, the Bud
Gardiner Bowl, Mark Gaudio asked the top six boats if they

would mind if he got on their boat to take some mea-
surements for rake and shroud tensions. This year again
Mark measured the top boats for mast rake and shroud
tensions to insure that there had been no recent innova-
tions. He was careful to develop a strict measuring method
to insure that the results were consistent. What did he do
with the information? He took the gathered information and
applied it to his boat. Damned smatrt if
you ask me. It is one reason that

This year we practiced roll tacks. The three of us would
stay on the weather rail until the boat just passed head to
wind. At that point, Cindy and | would move in unison to the
new weather rail with Ron the helmsman following a few
seconds later. We practiced all day long.

As far as mast tuning — we actually increased our rake
at the eleventh hour as a result of Gaudio’s measurement
comparisons of the top boats. Our
boat had slightly less rake than two

Mark has a list of various national
championships on his resume.
Another Cal 20 example is
newcomer Joby Easton from Port-
land. Early this year Joby bought a
Cal 20 in southern California and took
it to Portland. He invited Doug
McLean to crew and more importantly
teach him and others how to tune the
rig. Several months later, Joby and a
friend decide at the 11th hour to drive
to Los Angeles, buy another C-20,
race it in the class championship and
return home with it on ‘spec’ to grow
the fleet. | saw Joby the morning of
the qualifying races rigging the boat
methodically with the same tuning
numbers that Doug had taught him

its best.

A word about the fun
meter...so long as
your goal is consis-
tent with your level of
commitment there is
a lot of fun to be had.

of the boats that we respected as
having a slight height edge on us, so
we Replicated and Duplicated their
numbers.

Some general thoughts and
observations; we are in an equip-
ment intensive sport. It becomes very
easy to become fixated on differ-
ences in equipment as being directly
related to performance. The old
adage “a poor carpenter complains
of his tools” sure rang true in the
years that we felt hopelessly slow.
Not until we entertained the concept
that maybe we had no idea how to
really tune our boat or set up the
sails, did we start to improve. Enjoy
blaming your performance on bad

months earlier. Joby finished an

incredible 9th in the class champion-

ship. Had he not suffered a breakdown in one of the races,
who knows what place he might have taken.

Asking for help from your class speedsters is the only
real shortcut that | know of to improve performance. | am
continually amazed at the generous freedom of information
exchange among the C20 sailors.

As far as my long time teammate, Ron Wood, and my
efforts in the class championships, they've evolved along
these lines. We began our search for speed years ago;
using what Bruce Golison calls the R&D method, “Repli-
cate and Duplicate”. We humbly asked class veteran and
speedster Chuck Clay if he would let us get on his boat and
take some tuning measurements.

We also have tried to sail with the same team from
year to year. Ron, Cindy King and | are a team. Generally
the top ten boats at the class championship also have
sailed with the same team from year to year. Next, we
practiced. Last year, we set up a windward-leeward course
with the marks fifty yards apart. We rounded the leeward
mark, made two tacks, rounded the weather mark, made
two jibes and rounded the leeward mark. We repeated this
for hours. On a separate day, we set a starting line with the
marks twenty-five yards apart. We practiced starts all day
long.

equipment because when you
eliminate this variable somebody is bound to beat you with
just good old sailing skills.

| recently had the opportunity to race in the Laser
Olympic trials. US Sailing wanted a regatta where sailing’s
equipment variable was completely eliminated. The 32
qualifiers for the trials were provided brand new boats and
sails. Ten days and sixteen races later, | had raced my
heart out for 28th place out of the 32. More importantly, |
had learned a valuable lesson. Eliminate the equipment
variable, and your weaknesses in the other variables,
strategy, boat handling, starts, tactics and steering, be-
come ever so clear.

We that race C20s are lucky in that our boat as
designed is SO SLOW that sailing’s equipment variable is
neutralized, provided the tuning and sail settings are even
remotely close. At the last Class Championship, four of the
six races were won by different boats.

Finally a word about the fun meter; it has been Ron
and my experience that so long as your goal is consistent
with your level of commitment there is a lot of fun to be
had. However, if this ratio of goal to level of commitment is
out of whack, expect a low showing on the fun meter. C20
sailing is one design club racing at its best.

Alamitos Bay, CA by Glenn Selvin

Fleet One, hailing from Alamitos Bay Yacht
Club, has as always, been busy, and having a blast!
April 22nd saw nine Cal 20's sharing the water with
the Etchells fleet and the Melges 24 fleet, in no
small part due to the phone campaign by Ken
Hodges, who jumped on the phone and asked
people to show up. $5 entry fee, no trophies, no
scoring, just get out and sail. This was followed by
our own Fleet One Championship, hotly contested May 13
with seventeen boats in attendance. Bruce Golison won
the event, with Mike Sentovich and Chuck Clay battling it
out for second and third, closely chased by Doug McLean
and Walter Johnson.

Summer brings on our annual Wet Wednesdays, an
annual event held by Long Beach Yacht Club. This is
always a great summer event, starring the strong prevailing
afternoon breezes as the star of the show, often with fifteen
plus Cal 20's out to enjoy the breezes.

Cal 20 Canadians 2000: The Battle in the Breeze

It was looking like a great number of boats would
be out for this year’s event, but a number of emergencies
(family, medical and otherwise) kept a few keen skippers
off the water this time around. Those that were there were
all out for a good showing. From Fleet 13 we saw several
past Canadian champion crew members aboard various
boats (Bill Marshall, George Broome and Peter Vivian have
all participated in successful campaigns for this event) and
from Fleet 38 we had past champion Chris Janeway
crewing for his daughter Kate in her first regatta, past
champ Jason Browning and myself ready to go to war. A
few new entries proved very interesting - “Cookie Monster”
from Victoria showed impressive speed the first day, and
as many past trophy winners looked at the blue creature
painted on the transom, we wondered if there would be any
stopping this crew. Her new UK jib was very quick in
certain wind ranges.

We shared the bay with a J24 team regatta and
both events were postponed as the winds were strong
enough to see sand storms along the beach. The locals
were gun shy after our last blow that saw a rig fail and
other carnage that had crippling effects on the fleet num-
bers and visiting boats preferred to keep their rigs and sails
intact for the 50 mile sail home! We went out for a practice
when it seemed to drop but still under postponement. As
we sailed up to the dock to say the conditions were now
bearable, | noticed a jumper wire dangling to leeward. As
the other crews made for the start, we dropped the sails
and the rig for some quick repairs.

As | lined up on the start line the reality of this
event started to sink in. Since my daughter came on the
scene a year ago | had spent very little time on a Cal 20.
As we rounded the first mark behind eleven other boats |
had to ask where the ‘magic’ in our little boat had gone. We
buckled down and worked the shifts, finding some relief
from the “rocking horse” in near the beach.

If you were
gybing, it was possible to watch your jib window explode if
you weren't quick on the set (just ask Janet). We put the
boat back to the settings we used in 1998 in San Francisco
and spent less time “figuring out what worked”. The wind
and waves were very similar to the practice day before the
98 class championships. | remembered what worked and
we plugged in those settings. We had speed and point and
it made it easy to sneak out front early in each race. In the
last two races we had some great sparring with our bud-
dies on Bluebird from Victoria. Magical took the runner up
prize to them in Victoria a few months ago and now it was
our turn to play the home court advantage.

Sunday was not without it's share of mini-disasters.
Greg Raymond fell off the foredeck of Calamity twice that
day but managed to hold on from over the side. In his
words “l looked down and the boat just wasn't there
anymore!” Deanna aboard Radical wasn't as lucky - she
got left behind momentarily. Some quick single handing
action on the part of Jason Browning and good upper body
strength meant that this mermaid would live to gybe again.

It all started for me last fall in the clubhouse bar.
Cabrillo Beach Yacht Club had been chosen by the Cal 20
Association to put on the 2000 Championship. The first
thing CBYC had to do was appoint a chairman for the
event. A couple of people suggested that | do it and then
one night Bill Crook called and | agreed to head the event.
ORGANIZATION CHART

Trying to think of all of the things that go on from the
first day of registration until the trophies are given out and
the last trailer rolls out of the yard, | came up with the
following major groups:

On the Water - Principal Race Officer

Dry Storage Yard - Boat launching and traffic

Club House - Social events, food and beverage

Registration and Measurement

Protest Committee

Trophies

In January we began monthly planning meetings.
At the first meeting we appointed a Committee Chairper-
son to these groups and set a budget. Based on the
previous year and our best guess at that time, we esti-
mated 45 boats would attend. It turned out to be a bad
guess.

At Alamitos Bay Yacht Club | met with Steve Flam, last
year’s regatta chairman. Steve was very helpful and
covered what had worked well for them, such as the
configuration of the race course, social events, trophies,
fleet splits, etc. They also gave me a copy of their race
invitation and sailing instructions on a disk.

ON THE WATER

The “Notice of Race” is required for every racing event
and is in the Racing Rules of Sailing, Rule 87.2. Appendix
M1 specifies the required contents, such as title, place and
dates of the race, the name of the organizing authority,
rules etc., plus a lot of information particular to the CAL 20
Class, such as eligibility, registration, measurement
certificate, sailing site, scoring, haulout restrictions, char-
tered boats and prizes.

The Notice of Race had to be in the hands of the
Association by the middle of March to be mailed to the
membership with the April CAL 20 News and was our first
deadline. The schedule of events for each day of the
regatta had to be in print so all participants would know
what to expect and who to contact with their individual
needs.

Last year’s Notice of Race was printed by Doug
McLean. Doug is in the printing business, and his bro-
chure was as gorgeous as his boat and trailer. Bryan Dair
did our artwork, a club member did the printing for $250 (a
bargain) and it looked very nice, but the cost still came to
$10 per boat, a big expense that | believe could be cut
down. | would suggest the Notice of Race be published in
the CAL 20 News at no cost to the host club.

Next | attended a Cal 20 Association meeting at King
Harbor. There we discussed the courses that the sailors

from-thechairman’s-perspective

wanted to race. The consensus was a windward leeward
course, a leeward gate and an off set buoy at the windward
mark. They also asked that the race committee call
numbers of boats over early, if possible.

The Sailing Instructions are the directions by which the
races are conducted, and of the utmost importance to
competitors and race committee alike. They should be
written as clearly and concisely as possible. If not done
properly, you can easily end up in the protest room. Appen-
dix N in the RRS is the basic reference for this document.

Marty Pritzkat was our Principal Race Officer. He and |
spent hours going over every line and word in the sailing
instructions. When the Coast Guard ran us out of the
Middle Breakwater sailing area, Marty’s sailing instructions
had an alternate area already specified.

DRY STORAGE YARD

This is our first season in the new CBYC yard and we
really didn’t know what to expect. Marshall Stewart took on
the task of Yardmaster. Our yard is full, and he had to find
space for rigging, measuring and weighing when neces-
sary, as well as trailer storage while the boats were in the
water. Parking is always a problem, but we were able to
get additional parking space for the event from the Port
across the street from our club.

Once the boats were in the water, they had to stay
there until the regatta was over so Marshall had to find
dockage. This turned out to be no problem as many of the
slips were empty during the week following the 4th of July.
Every boat had a slip or a side tie at the guest dock
CLUB HOUSE

Howard Stevens headed this committee with some
help from the Club Manager. We decided to invite the race
participants to our regularly scheduled club events such as
Hamburger dinners, Cook your owns, breakfasts, etc. This
worked out great and was cost effective, as we did not
have to guess on how many racers would participate. One
night the Cal 20 Fleet 4 treated the participants to beer and
soft drinks, thank you very much!

REGISTRATION

This was a little tricky. On Monday before the regatta
we had thirteen entries, no juniors and two entries for the
Consolation Series. The Junior Championship was sched-
uled for Thursday and an Elimination Series on Friday.
What would be the plan? We would have to wait until
Thursday evening after entries closed to make this call.

For registration a lot of information on eligibility,
date of entry and membership was required that affected
the entry fee. Few had this all together when we received
their entries. Peggy Bartkowski kept a good set of records
as to what was needed to complete registration. Some
measurement certificates were missing, certain boats or
sails needed to be measured, or weighed, and one boat
didn’t check in at all, but in the end it all came together and
we able to start racing.

TROPHIES

Trophies are the largest expense in the budget for the
host club. Tradition has it that we go ten deep in the
Championship Division and that skipper and crew receive
the same prize, five deep in the Consolation and three in
the Juniors. We gave identical trophies to the winners of
the Consolation Division and of the Championship Series.
Trophies have to be purchased well in advance of the
regatta in order to have them engraved. Nothing could be

worse than to have your prizes arrive a few days after the
event is over. The budget was based on 45 entries and we

spent $1300; with 25 entries the cost was $52 per entry.

| suggest the Championship Division be awarded five
trophies, the Consolation Division three and the Juniors
one.
SUMMARY
The Cal 20 Association is alive and well. We have many
fine sailors and new, experienced competitors joining the
fleet. New owner, Mark Gaudio showed us the way around
the buoys. Congratulations Mark on a great regatta! Joby
Easton from Portland sailed very well and reported lots of
Cal 20 fleet racing in Oregon. Robin Durnin put out a
challenge to team race at Kaneohe Yacht Club in Hawaii.
Torgunrud and Campbell told me of lots of regattas in
Vancouver and Victoria, British Columbia.

What was the reason for only 25 entries for the Class
Championship? Was it the date, the location, or something

else? | think we need to take a long look at the ‘Three
regatta requirement” for eligibility to compete in the Cham-
pionship.

We should encourage as many Cal 20 owners as
possible to compete, rather than limit participation through
by-laws. | heard Chris Rabb bought a boat and wanted to
sail in the Championship, but didn't have sufficient regattas
to qualify. Chris is a great competitor and a fun guy who
should have been there. There was also some talk before
the regatta about inviting past champions to sail.

These are all serious matters that affect the planning
by the regatta chairman and the host club for the Class
Championship and worth consideration.
